Mon-
day and Tuesday, Nov. 9-10 at the McFerren Park Civic
Center. There is no cost for the vaccination. Appoint-
ments are not necessary.

Parents and others should be aware this supply con-
tains Thimerosal, a mercury-containing preservative
used in some vaccines to prevent contamination. “While

make their own decisions on whether to wait until we
receive Thimerosal-free vaccine in late November or
early December, or get their children vaccinated now,”
said health administrator Steve Laker.

Parents/guardians must accompany children 18 and
under when they receive the vaccination. Children under
10 need to have two doses of the vaccine, separated by
28 days.
