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Plan commission approves Prairie Meadows final plat 
 The Hoopeston Plan Commission on Monday gave its 
stamp of approval to the final plat for Prairie Meadows 
housing development. 
 The affordable workforce housing plan calls for 25 
single family homes to be built on the former Hoopeston 
Industrial property on Route 9. Construction on the Af-
fordable Workforce project is expected to begin next 
month. 
 The commission also recommended variances in city 
ordinances regarding curbs and gutters, as well as water 
mains. 
 Currently, city ordinance call for curbs and gutters on 

new developments. With the variance, Prairie Meadows 
would have V-shaped gutters, like those in the South-
gate subdivision, which eliminates the need for curbs. 
 Also, while the ordinance calls for metal mains, the 
industry standard is now PVC. 
 Plan commission members voting in favor of the pro-
posals were chairman Jim Richards and members Char-
lene Ervin, Gerald Minick, Dan Goodrum, Shawn 
Swartzentruber and Jeanne Lotz. Member Susan Red-
den was absent. 
 The recommendations will be forwarded to the city 
council, which was expected to vote on them Tuesday.

Nurse provides information on new doctor 
 My name is Vickie Goodner; many of you know me as 
“Dr. Lee’s Nurse,” which I have been with pride for 19 
years. I am now employed by Gibson City Hospital, work-
ing in the same office with Dr. Stephen Clingman. There 
has been some confusion in the community regarding our 
office and I thought this might be a good way to address 
these issues. 
 Yes, Dr. Lee’s office was purchased by Gibson City Hos-
pital in July 2009. Gibson City has had two surgeons doing 
operations at our Hoopeston Hospital for several years so 
they have always had an interest in this area.
