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City garbage rates to drop under new five-year contract

Rates for Hoopeston garbage pickup will drop for the
first three years of a five-year contract.

The contract with Allied Waste/Republic Services,
approved 6-0 at Tuesday’s Hoopeston City Council
meeting, sets the rate at $12.45 per residential home or
$26,406 per month on 2,121 houses.

The billed rate is currently $13 per month.

A new rate will be implemented on April 1 of each of
the five years, starting this year. Rates for the rest of the
contract are: $12.70 per month in 2015; $12.95 per
month in 2016; $13.20 in 2017; and $13.45 in 2019.

Some things may affect if the contract is changed,
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such as if the number of residential units changes, or if
surcharges are imposed by state and federal regulators.

Also, if the cost of fuel goes above $4.50 per gallon,
cost of pickup will increase six cents per home per
month based on each 25 cent raise in the price per gal-
lon. Fuel costs will be reviewed quarterly.

In unrelated action, the council approved spending
$366,775 to refurbish water department sand filters.
Aldermen approved waiving bids, choosing Leander
Construction to do the work.

Leander was originally hired to refurbish the ground
and aerial water storage tanks.

Engineer Mike Streff, of Foth Infrastructure and Envi-
ronment, said the cost is a “worst case scenario” figure
and could be less, depending on the condition of the
filters. Once sand is removed from the filters, they will
be inspected, then refilled with sand. If no damage is
seen in the support system or other parts, the cost could
be as low as $200,000, he said.

Filter work is not eligible under the EPA loan program
used for water tower refurbishment so the city will loan
the money from the garbage fund to the water fund at no
interest, said Alderman Brandon Hamilton.
