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 Editor’s note: As in yesterday’s story about the first 
confirmed C-19 case in Vermilion County, Just the 
Facts is using the generic “him,” rather than “he or 
she” or the plural “their.” The person’s gender was 
not released by the Vermilion County Health Depart-
ment. 
 A second Vermilion County resident in his 20s has 
tested positive for COVID-19. Despite their similar 
ages, it does not initially appear that the two cases are 
connected, said Doug Toole, Vermilion County Pub-
lic Health Administrator. 
 The first confirmed case was announced Tuesday. 

The second was announced Wednesday. 
 As with the first case, Vermilion County Health 
Department’s Communicable Disease staff will begin 
its surveillance investigation, finding who the person 
lives with, works with, and spends time with so that 
we can track -- and hopefully curb -- the spread of 
this disease. 
 Toole is asking residents to continue to be vigilant : 
practice social distancing, stay home unless necessary 
to leave, and wash hands frequently.  
 VCHD has been preparing for this, and taking ac-
tions to try to minimize COVID-19’s impact on the 
community, he said.

SBA Paycheck Protection Program 
to help small business payroll costs 
 The Paycheck Protection Program provides small busi-
nesses with funds to pay up to eight weeks of payroll 
costs, including benefits. Funds can also be used to pay 
interest on mortgages, rent, and utilities.  
 Funds are provided in the form of loans that will be 
fully forgiven when used for payroll costs, interest on 
mortgages, rent, and utilities (due to likely high subscrip-
tion, at least 75% of the forgiven amount must have been 
used for payroll). Loan payments will also be deferred for 
six months. No collateral or personal guarantees are re-
quired. Neither the government nor lenders will charge 
small businesses any fees. 
 Forgiveness is based on the employer maintaining or 
quickly rehiring employees and maintaining salary levels. 
Forgiveness will be reduced if full-time headcount de-
clines, or if salaries and wages decrease.  
 Small businesses with 500 or fewer employees - in-
cluding nonprofits, veterans’ organizations, tribal con-
cerns, self-employed individuals, sole proprietorships, 
and independent contractors - are eligible. Businesses 
with more than 500 employees are eligible in certain 
industries.

 Starting April 3, small businesses and sole proprietor-
ships can apply. Starting April 10, independent contrac-
tors and self-employed individuals can apply. Businesses 
are encouraged to apply as quickly as they can because 
there is a funding cap.  
 Applications may be made through any existing SBA 7
(a) lender or through any federally-insured depository 
institution, federally-insured credit union, and Farm 
Credit System institution that is participating.  
 Other regulated lenders will be available to make these 
loans once they are approved and enrolled in the pro-
gram. Consult with a local lender as to whether it is par-
ticipating.  
 All loans will have the same terms regardless of lender 
or borrower.
