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Vast majority of HA students to attend in-person learning

Nearly three times as many Hoopeston Area stu-
dents have registered for in-person learning over re-
mote learning.

As of Monday morning, 731 district students - 74.4
percent - had registered for in-person learning, said
Supt. Robert Richardson. Remote learning was cho-
sen by 251 students, or 25.6 percent, he added.

The numbers are close to results of a district-
conducted survey in July, where, 69 percent of the
347 respondents favored in-person learning.

No matter which format they select, district staff
will provide their best in meeting educational needs.

son said. “Our administrators, teachers and support
staff will serve the students to the best of our ability
regardless of the format.”

Classes begin Thursday, with Maple and John Greer
students in session from 8 a.m. to 1:05 p.m. Grade
school students will meet five days each week, either
in school or remotely.

Middle and high school students will be in session
from 8 a.m. to 12:20 p.m. In-person learning will be
held Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.
Wednesdays will be “all remote” learning days.

Because the state requires five hours of educational
time per day, whether in person or learning remotely,
students are expected to spend an additional hour in
remote work reading or other educational activity.

Students attending in person are required to wear
masks and social distancing will be practiced to the
best of the schools’ ability.

High school students who will learn remotely may
come to the school anytime from 1-4 p.m. Thursday
to pick up their Chromebooks, fill out necessary pa-
perwork and ask questions about remote learning and
meet their teachers. Masks are required and social
distancing will be practiced. To limit the number of
people in the buildings, each student may be accom-
panied by one parent/guardian.

Middle school orientation for full time remote learn-
ing students will be from 1:3-5 p.m. Thursday. Stu-
dents may pick up their Chromebooks and get other
information. Appointments must be scheduled
through the school office.
