 Recently released numbers about Covid-19 cases be-
lieved to be from the Danville Correctional Center have 
sent the number of Vermilion County positive Covid 
tests skyrocketing. 
 Public Health Administrator Doug Toole, in his De-
cember 26 update, said the day’s report dealt with an 
ongoing outbreak at a congregate-living facility in Ver-
milion County. While Toole did not name the facility, its 
519 cases left little doubt that the Danville prison is the 
site of the outbreak. Age ranges of those in the report 
ranged from the 20s to 80s. 
 Of the 519 cases, 72 had been released from isolation 
and 447 were active. 
 On Monday, the state reported 571 active cases in the 
inmate population and 53 active cases among staff. 
 Also last week, Vermilion County Health Department 
was “finally...able to confirm our outstanding deaths,” 
Toole said. Fourteen deaths - ranging from October to 

December - were added, including two men in their 60s 
one in his 70s and five in their 80s. One woman in her 
70s, three in their 80s and two in their 90s also died in the 
timeframe. 
 The additions brought the county’s total to 73 deaths. 
“About 48 percent of our total deaths occurred in the 
month of November alone,” he said.

County receives Covid vaccine 
 The highly-anticipated COVID vaccine, expected in 
Vermilion County last week, arrived Wednesday morn-
ing 
 Public Health Administrator Doug Toole said on De-
cember 23 that some counties in Region 6, which in-
cludes Vermilion, Iroquois, Champaign, Clark, Clay, 
Coles, Crawford, Cumberland, DeWitt, Douglas, Edgar, 
Effingham, Fayette, Ford, Jasper, Lawrence, Macon, 
Moultrie, Piatt, Richland and Shelby counties, had re-
ceived an initial shipment of the vaccine, but Vermilion 
County had not. 
 That changed Wednesday, when Toole announced at 
11 a.m. that the initial shipment of 500 doses of the 
Moderna vaccine, as well syringes and other necessary 
equipment, had arrived.  
 Shipments to county hospitals (500 doses for OSF and 
400 for Carle Hoopeston) were hoped to arrive at the 
facilities Wednesday, as well.

 Since then, six more county residents have died, 
including a man in his 50s, reported December 24, 
and three reported Tuesday: a man in his 40s, a wom-
an in her 70s and a woman in her 90s. 
 As of Tuesday, Vermilion County has had 5,532 
total confirmed cases. Currently, 708 are active, with 
667 on home isolation and 41 hospitalized.  
 There have been 69,275 total negative tests. 
  Younger age groups continue to make up the bulk 
of the county’s positive cases. Those in their 20s 
make up 866 of the total cases, followed by 856 in 

their 30s and 816 in their 50s. People in their 60s total 
634, followed by 527 in their teens, 410 in their 70s, 
325 ages nine and younger and 227 80 or older.  
 Ninety-one people were of unknown age, according 
to Vermilion County Health Department information.

 “We are planning to begin vaccination clinics to 
health-care providers and first responders at the health 
department next week,” Toole said. 

 “When we are able to begin vaccinating critical 
infrastructure workers, those with underlying health 
concerns, seniors, and the general public will depend 
on how often we receive shipments of vaccine, how 
much vaccine is provided in those shipments, and 
how many health-care workers and first responders 
want to receive the vaccine in January,” he added. 

 Meanwhile, a walk/drive up mobile Covid testing 

team will be at VCHD, 200 S. College, from 8 a.m.-4 
p.m. Thursday. 
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
