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VCHD reports increase in Covid cases, vaccine information

Vermilion County Health Department reported 19
new Covid-19 cases Tuesday, including three resi-
dents in their 60s, two in their 50s, two in their 40s,
five in their 30s, five in their 20s, and two teens. Nine
people were released from home isolation, bringing
the county a total of 9,152 positive cases, said Public
Health Administrator Doug Toole.

Since the pandemic began last year, 132 Vermilion
County residents have succumbed to COVID-related
deaths, he said.

Currently, seven Vermilion County residents with
Covid hospitalized. There are currently 104 active
COVID cases in the county.

Toole said the B-117 variant — a more-contagious
version of COVID-19 — is moving throughout our
community.

As the number of new Covid cases continues to
increase, the number of Covid-related hospitalizations
and the number of Covid-related deaths increase. The
increase in cases can impact the number of open hos-
pital beds, our workplaces and our schools, he added.

Toole said wearing face masks and practicing social
distancing can help to slow the spread of this disease,
advising residents to remain vigilant, make smart
choices and be safe.
