Hoopeston Police investigating thefts, downtown graffiti 
 Hoopeston Police are investigating four 
thefts around the city and several incidents of 
graffiti centered in the downtown area. 
 The first theft was reported at 6:35 a.m., 
when a 68-year-old Hoopeston man said 
someone damaged his motorhome while it 
was parked on a storage lot in the 100 block 
of East Maple. The crime was listed as theft 
over $500. 
 At 6:55 a.m., a 36-year-old Hoopeston 
man reported that someone entered his prop-
erty in the 700 block of South Third Ave., 
and removed items valued at under $500. 
 A theft over $1,000 was reported at 1:27 
p.m. by a 25-year-old site worker in the 100 
block of North First Ave. Taken were two 
red five-gallon gas cans, a red six-gallon gas 
can and one yellow five-gallon diesel can 
and a black and orange Generac generator. 
 The final incident was reported at 3:49 
a.m. by a 26-year-old Hoopeston person who 
said items were stolen from a vehicle at the 
Chevrolet auto detail shop at 326 N. Seventh Ave. Value 
of the items was estimated at more than $500. 
 On Tuesday morning, it was discovered that several 
downtown buildings, many in the 100 block of East 
Main, had been vandalized with graffiti. Buildings start-

 Social distancing protocols will be followed while in 
city hall. 
 The mandate was announced Monday evening by Brad 
Hardcastle, Hoopeston Emergency Management Agency 
director. 

 The directive follows in the footsteps of federal and 
state governments, which have mandated face coverings 
as a result of the spread of Covid-19, especially the Delta 
variant. 
 On July 29, Illinois officials announced that vaccinated 
and non-vaccinated people must wear face coverings in 
all state facilities. Masks are also required in all federal 
buildings. Last week, after leaving the mask decision up 
to local districts, Gov. J.B. Pritzker announced that masks 
will be worn in schools this year.
