
 Increased property assessments in the Hoopeston Area 
school district will benefit both the schools and local tax 
payers. 
 At its November 18 meeting, the board approved a 4.9 
percent tax levy. The district was able to keep its levy 
low because of an increase in equalized assessed valua-
tion (EAV), said Supt. Robert Richardson. 
 The new EAV is $93,904,778, up 5.12 percent from the 
previous $89,331,029, he said. 
 While EAV is up, the total the district expects to re-
ceive is down slightly, at $4,317,000 compared to 
$4,445,567.40 last year. 
 Because the levy is under five percent, the board did 
not have to hold a truth in taxation hearing. While the 
district has had to have many such hearings in recent 
decades, this is the second consecutive year a hearing has 
not been needed.
