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 Organizers of Light Up McFerren Park have pulled 
the plug on the annual Christmas light display sooner 
than expected, due to 
vandalism. 
 Scheduled to glow 
through this weekend, 
the show was can-
celed Wednesday 
after power cords and 
timers were damaged 
or missing. 
 A couple of years 
ago, the donation box 

for the display was stolen, but, generally speaking, 
there have been only minor issues, like people un-

plugging displays or 
removing light bulbs. 
 This year, mischief 
started early in the 
season, said Elizabeth 
Silver, one of the or-
ganizers of Light Up 
McFerren Park. 
Someone unplugged 
or cut random cords. 
Then, in the last 

week, perpetrators escalated to theft, stealing the ex-
tension cord - or destroying them. “We are down 20-
25 drop cords that have either been stolen or de-
stroyed and we haven’t completely checked all the

timer boxes attached or gone through the entire park,” 
Silver said Wednesday morning. “We’ve never had 
such prolonged, continued problems as we have this 
year.” 
 Police have been notified and are patrolling the 
park. Organizers plan to press charges when a suspect 
is identified and are asking the public to keep an eye 
out while in the park. “(Committee members) can’t be 
in the park all the time, unfortunately,” Silver said. 
 “This light display is a labor of love from a very 
small committee of people. Events like this really 

discourage us, but we know how much our communi-
ty loves these lights and we will do everything we can 
to make sure they come back up year after year,” she 
said.
