house fire Tuesday morning 
 The granddaughter of a man displaced by a house fire 
Tuesday is trying to help him get on his feet again. 
 Ronald Gossett was in his home, at 706 E. Penn when a 
smoke detector sounded around 6 a.m., altering him to 
the fire. Hoopeston, Wellington and Rossville fire depart-
ments responded and extinguished the fire. Hoopeston 
Chief Joel Bird estimated damage at $30,000. 
 Gossett, known to some as “Poppy,” is currently stay-
ing with his granddaughter, Erin Dickison. She has a 
started a GoFundMe and has opened a special account at 
First Financial Bank in Hoopeston for those who prefer 
not to use the online application for donations. 
 Clothing donations are also requested. Gossett wears 
32x30 pants, medium flannel shirts and size 9 shoes.  
 The 86-year-old Gossett wants to continue living inde-
pendently and will move into an apartment soon, Dick-
ison said. He had insurance and Dickison is helping him 
work through that process, but in the short term, he will 
need clothes, kitchen items, toiletries and furnishings. 
 “It’s heartbreaking,” Dickison said of the fire. “I just 
want to do all I can for the man who has always done for 
me.”
