Hoopeston, Rossville, Rankin, Wellington and Milford
fire departments spent several hours at the former Fire-
stone building, 215 N. Dixie Hwy., after being called to a
fire there at 1:18 p.m. Tuesday.

Hoopeston firefighters returned to the site at 10:10 p.m.
when the fire rekindled.

Damage was so severe, a demolition crew was called to
knock the building down.

According to county court documents, in October, the
owner filed for an order of eviction against tenants who
failed to pay rent. Although the order was issued and a
judgement for possession stayed until October 31, the
tenants remained in the building, according to reports.

Fire Chief Joel Bird said blaze is under investigation.
