 One building upgrade was approved and another tabled 
at the February 15 Hoopeston Area School Board meet-
ing. 
 The board approved an abatement project design for 
the south hallway, art room, choir room, athletic trainers 
office and med room from Bloomington-based Ideal 
Environmental. Project will now go out for bids. 
 The second item, an HVAC system upgrade design 
from Architectural Expressions, of Champaign and For-
syth, was tabled. “The air conditioning project in the au-
ditorium came in much higher than we had expected,” 
said Supt. Robert Richardson. “We have asked the archi-
tect to redesign the project with an economical means of 
providing air conditioning.” 
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 When a plan is approved, the project will be paid for 
with Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Re-
lief Funds, Richardson said.
